* The members listed as the associate must have their dues current and be a member
for at least 1 year, prior to the date of the function.

* New functions qualify for the reward if they repeat and all rules are satisfied.

* Functions already booked do not qualify as new business (unless the date of the
function is after June 1, 2026).

* Calls into the club do not qualify as commissionable unless the function contact is on
file and all other rules are satisfied.

* Commissions are only paid if the food and beverage total is greater than $500.
* Take-out orders and platters are commissionable if processed through the club

(contact email received at least 2 weeks in advance) and greater than $500 for food.
* If duplicate groups/contacts are submitted the first recorded will be noted as the finder.
